For the perishable must clothe itself with the imperishable, and the mortal with immortality.

the perishable has been clothed with the imperishable, and the mortal with immortality, then the saying that is 

written will come true: “Death has been swallowed up in victory.”

“Where, O death, is your victory? 

    Where, O death, is your sting?” 

56 
The sting of death is sin, and the power of sin is the law.

But thanks be to God! He gives us the victory

While they were wondering about this, suddenly two men in clothes that gleamed 

like lightning stood beside them.

In their fright the women bowed down with their faces to the ground, but the 

men said to them, “Why do you look for the living among the dead?

He is not here; he has risen! Remember 

how he told you, while he was still with you in Galilee: 
7 

‘The Son of Man must be delivered over to the hands 

of sinners, be crucified and on the third day be raised again.’ ”

Then they remembered his words.

When they came back from the tomb, they told all these things to the Eleven and to all the others.
